MUD BOG GENERAL RULES 
1. Contest will be governed by the committee and it’s appointed 

Officials.  The Official’s decision will be final!!! 
 
2. We reserve the right to inspect and verify if an ATV is safe to run. 

 
3. Each entrant is required to sign a statement relieving the 

association or any other sponsors of any liability in case of an 
accident. (to be done at the time of registration) 

 
4. ATV’s will be operated in a safe and orderly manner at all times 

and must be equipped with brakes. 
 

5. Any Official may disqualify unsafe operators or an operator 
under the influence of alcohol or for any unsportsmanlike conduct 
at any time!!  This is a family event.  Please no vulgar language. 

 
6. Operator must be fully clothed, including shoes (no open toed 

shoes/sandals. 
 

7. Helmets and Safety Equipment are required in all classes. 
 

8. Front tires must be behind the starting line and must cross the 
finish line to be timed. 

 
9. No riding the sides – Must stay in the center of the pit. 

 
10.  In case of a tie on the time with in the first three placements we 

will have a run off. 
 

11.  If the horn blows or flag waves you must stop immediately. 
 

12.  If you don’t like your run time, you may buy another run for 
$5.00 Only your fastest time will count. 

 
 
 
 
 
 



MUD BOG RULES 
 

1. Judge at the start line raises his flag to start your run. 
2. Judge at the finish line raises his flag to end your run. 
3. Time starts when the first judge raises their flag and runs until 

the second judge raises their flag. 
4. Rider is responsible for hooking strap to his/her ATV.  Rider 

accepts responsibility for all damages that may be caused while 
being pulled from the pit. 

5. An ATV must move at least its own length to have a valid run.  If 
it does not move its owns length from the start line it will be 
restarted.  If the ATV does not make it own length a second time 
it is disqualified.  

6. At least one hand and one foot must remain on the ATV at all 
times during the run.  The Only time a rider is allowed to 
dismount his/her ATV during the run is if the ATV is rolling over, 
rider is then allowed to catch the bike and maintain control.  If a 
rider dismounts and the throttle is pressed they will be 
disqualified.  

7. Buy backs are allowed but only your best time will count!! 
8. Judges of the competition have the right to cancel a Mud bog class 

if only a few participants register to compete.  The number of 
participants needed to continue with a class competition after 
registration ends and before the competitions begins.  If a class is 
canceled, participants will be refunded their registration fee. 

9. The Judge reserves the right to change the rules.  These rules 
changes will be due to conditions of the mud pit, number of 
participants, and time issues.  All rules changed will be announced 
before the start of the Bog.
